It’s best to be prepared and remember only you can decide whether to
Graphic with Run, Hide, or Fight appears on screen
Run, Hide, or Fight
Two individuals against a wall, hiding from attacker
based on your proximity to danger. If you’re inside a classroom and needed to secure in place, you need to be familiar with how to lock
A group of students inside a classroom
Classroom doors in most pool classrooms, likely to have one door standard locks exist.
A person closing and locking a door
Simply close the door and turn the lock until you see the red lock appear.
Classroom with students on their laptops
This green or white and red system that makes it easier to know from across the room if a door
Door locks
Is locked.
Students barricade classroom doors
Even if the door is locked, in an active attack or situation, you can stack chairs, tables, or anything to make it harder for the attacker to find you and get to you.
Lecturer and students in a hall
Lecture halls may have many doors but also are equipped with two ways to lock them quickly.
Multiple shots on where to find the blue levers and use them
Simply pull one of the blue levers, located on the walls in the front or back of the room. Pulling just one lever will lock all entryways and exits to your room and
Law enforcement official taking a call
alert law enforcement immediately.
Door closing with individual pressing the lock button 
If your classroom has a keypad on the door, simply shut it and push the lock button. This keeps the door locked until someone opens it from the inside.
Individual calling 9-1-1
This lock doesn’t call authorities, so be sure to call 9-1-1 yourself.
9-1-1 operator answers the call
“9-1-1, what is the address of your emergency?”
